MTB is a highly specialized company which
rebuilds and repairs buses and truck cabs. City
buses from across Canada and northeastern
US are shipped to MTB after 8 to 10 years in
service for complete retroyt from bumper to
bumper, including new engines, transmissions,
paint jobs, upholstery and more. A reyt usually - Bill Finan, President,

takes about three months and costs $75,000 to MTB Truck & Bus Collision

$125,000 but it means another 8 years of service

for the bus before the municipality or transit service has to buy a new one at a cost
of $350,000 or more. MTB also rebuilds buses after major collisions or yres, a job
that can take up to six months. MTB employs 40 mechanics, welders and specialists
in transmissions, body repair, yberglass, paint and more. The same specialized
equipment and labour is also utilized for truck cab reyts, from bumper to yfth wheel.

Bill Finan is proud of the fact that his new Milton facility has the most modern drive-
through paint shop technology (a 90-foot booth for his biggest projects) and hi-tech
downdraft air yltration systems that allows employees to work in virtually dust-free
conditions.

His 5.6 acre site gives him room for planned expansion and a yard for his customersi
buses and trucks. MTB currently has a reyt order for 27 buses for Pennsylvania.
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
