A few suites will have a 
full kitchenette and will be designed more like small studio apartments, ideal for 
long term guests. The hotel also plans to design several Jacuzzi suites and a VIP 
suite.
ñWe conducted an extensive study before deciding where to locate and what type 
of hotel to build,ò commented Nad Ismail, Director of Operations for the new Milton 
hotel. ñWe found there was a need for another hotel in Milton to accommodate 
guests generated by all the new commercial and industrial growth, as well as 
Miltonôs growth in residential population. We chose to develop a site, just north of 
Highway 401, in the newly developing business park area.ò
The hotel is situated just east of Regional Road 25, one block north of Highway 
401, in Miltonôs High Point Business Park, which is already home to industries 
like Johnson Controls, Gordon Food Service, Axis Logistics and the regional 
headquarters for the RCMP.
Ismail, who has ýfteen years experience in the hotel industry, detailed the rest of 
the plans for the hotel, which he forecasts will be completed late in 2004. He said 
the hotel would include a gift shop, an indoor pool and whirlpool, a ýtness centre 
and a business centre, making it well suited to traveling families and business 
people. A restaurant is planned in the next phase of development for the property.
